
Carolina Cup sales are off to a
flying start for April 2 races

Officials with the Carolina
Cup Steeplechase are report-
ing that renewals for reserved
parking spaces for the 79th
edition of the Camden spring
classic on Saturday, April 2,
were strong and that orders for
the remaining available slots
have been coming into the of-
fice at a steady, if not heavy,
pace.

Last Friday was the deadline
for last year's reserved parking
space holders to assure that
they could retain their same
spaces for this year's races.
Since then, the remainder of
the spaces have been put up
for sale.

Already, rows A & B in Col-
lege Park were sold out while
a few spaces remained on row
C. Infield spots are also selling
quickly.

While one deadline has
passed, another is quickly ap-
proaching as the sale of $30
advance tickets (a savings of
$15) ends Friday, March 19 at
5 p.m. All general admission
tickets purchased after that
time will be $45.

Here are the ticket and re-
served parking options for the
Carolina Cup races:

General Admission Tick-
ets: $30, prior to 5 p.m. on
Friday, March 19. All tickets
purchased after that time and
date and at the gate the day
of the races will be $45. (Note:
Children 11 years of age and
under will be admitted free, if
accompanied by an adult tick-
et-holder.)

Infield: $215 per parking
space. (Includes one park-
ing credential for one parking
space in the infield and two
general admission tickets)

South and West Rail: $215
per parking space. (Includes
one parking credential for one
parking space on the South or
West rail and two general ad-
mission tickets.)

North Rail: $195 per park-
ing space. (Includes one park-
ing credential for one parking
space on the North nail and
two general admission tickets.)

Restricted: $267 per park-
ing space. (Includes one park-
ing credential for one parking
space of an oversize vehicle,
such as an RV or large van,
in the restricted area and two
general admission tickets.)

Front Row Paddock: $318
per parking space. (Includes

one parking credential for one
parking space on the front row
paddock and two general ad-
mission tickets.)

College Park row C: $830
per space. (Includes two park-
ing credentials for one space
on row C, which measures 40'
wide by 30' deep, and a 20' x 20'
tent. Note: General admission
tickets are not included).

College Park rows D & E:
$215 per parking space. (In-
cludes one parking credential
for one parking space on Col-
lege Park rows D & E, and two
general admission tickets.

Grandstand Box: $625 per
box. (Includes one parking cre-
dential for one grandstand box,
six box seat badge credentials
and six wristbands, which al-
low all day access to the Jim
Hudson Lexus Post and Pad-
dock Clubhouse Luncheon
tent.)
